2006 Season.

The 2006 Blind Cricket Season is fast approaching, and there has been a major shift in the way the game is governed. A majority of the playing clubs have become increasingly disenchanted with the way the game has been governed over the past couple of seasons. This disenchantment has led the five major clubs (Metro, South Wales Dragons, Warwickshire, Sussex Sharks, and London Sports) into founding an independent blind cricket governing body. 

Blind Cricket England and Wales (BCEW) will organise and run a league competition for the five foundation clubs for the 2006 season. Metro, and the other four clubs, will continue to compete in the BBS/Primary Club Knockout Cup, and BCEW will be the new governing body for the England blind cricket team.

To the onlooker, nothing much will have changed. Metro will still be competing in a league and a cup competition. However, BCEW will exclusively be administrating blind cricket with the interests of the clubs, and their players, at its heart.

A fixture list for 2006 will be available in the next week, or so, and practice will begin in earnest in April.

JuniorDevelopment 2006.

In order to increase participation in blind cricket in general, and Metro in particular, we are planning a development program for 2006. We are planning a number of development days/sessions over the next couple of months, the first of which is a development day at Highgate on Saturday 6th May. It is open to anyone wishing to give blind cricket a try for the first time, or for those wishing to improve their skills. There has been a great deal of interest in forming a Metro Junior team, and with there being a growing number of tournaments to compete in, this is our goal.

There are also two half-day sessions to be run with LCCA at Highgate on Saturday 20th May and Saturday 10th June. These are morning sessions before Metro home games in the afternoon. So, you may wish to stay and watch the ‘big-boys’ play!
